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Mt. Whitney Area Search and Rescue Ends - Last Two Missing Hikers Found 

 
 

Two missing hikers, a father and son who had not hiked out on time from the Mount Whitney area after a planned 36-mile 

cross-country loop, have been found. The two men – Sina Sadeghi Baghsorkhi, 27, and Abdolreza Sadeghi, 56 – walked 

out on park trails in the Cedar Grove area, which is approximately 50 miles away and far from their original planned 

route. Approximately 70 people assisted with the search and rescue effort. Groups searching for the missing hikers 

included the National Park Service, Los Angeles County Search and Rescue, Sierra Madre Search and Rescue,  

Inyo County Sheriff’s Office, Inyo County Search and Rescue, and the California National Guard. 
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
