From Rapidan Parking, ride down Rapidan Fire Road 5.4 miles.
Turn right onto Rapidan Camp Road, riding 0.8 mile.
Tie your horse to look around Rapidan Camp, then return the way you came

Notes

While horses are only allowed on the yellow-blazed road, feel free to tie your horse and explore
Rapidan Camp on foot. At times some of the restored buildings are open so that you may enjoy the

exhibits inside. Please check the condition of the hitching rail before you use it, as it is due to be
replaced.
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
