Sitka National Historical Park, (September 17, 2014)   - Sitka National Historical Park is currently accepting applications for a GS-1016-07 full time, winter seasonal Museum Technician position.   
The incumbent serves as a museum technician at Sitka National Historical Park, performing complex curatorial support work in the park’s museum and collections storage area -- maintaining museum records, including accession, catalog, and loan records, in accordance with NPS standards; identifying, classifying and cataloging museum objects; implementing housekeeping schedules; and processing incoming and outgoing loans. The incumbent will work with the curator to develop a collections storage plan that better utilizes space available in the collections facility, following NPS museum collection management principles and practices. 

Any U.S. citizen may apply who has either lived or worked in the Sitka area of consideration and has acquired special knowledge or expertise regarding the natural or cultural resources of the park. . This level of knowledge would be acquired by having lived or worked in or near the park for at least 12 months, to include all four seasons.   The “Sitka area of consideration” includes all of Baranof Island, the communities of Sitka and Port Alexander, and small communities of a seasonal nature including Little Port Walter, Baranof Warm Springs, Biorka Island, and Warm Springs Bay. Applicants will not qualify for this position if they have only lived and worked in the areas considered on a temporary, seasonal basis. 

The GS-07 Museum Technician earns $20.50 per hour plus a 7.18% cost of living allowance, generally works a standard 40-hour week, and is entitled to paid holidays and both annual and sick leave. Government housing is not available.  A driver’s license is recommended.
