• A NON-REFUNDABLE $25.00 APPLICATION FEE IS REQUIRED FOR EACH 6 DAY 
HUNT PERIOD BEFORE A PERMIT CAN BE PROCESSED. GROUPS MAY SEND ONE 
CHECK ONLY FOR ALL HUNTERS IF THEY PREFER. MAKE CHECKS (FOR THE 
EXACT AMOUNT ONLY) PAYABLE TO: NATIONAL PARK SERVICE. 

 
• You may apply for either a bow, muzzleloader or firearm hunt; however, you must have a 2005 

Michigan deer license which corresponds with the type of North Manitou hunt that you are applying 
for:

• ALL APPLICATIONS FOR HUNTING PERMITS MUST BE POSTMARKED ONE WEEK 

PRIOR TO THE HUNT SELECTED. 
 

• The bag limit is two deer per hunter, only one of which may have antlers extending three inches or 
more above the skull.  These two deer are in addition to the mainland bag limit.  The mainland deer 
tag may not be used on North Manitou.  A National Park Service ranger will tag your deer before you 
leave the Island.  YOU MUST PRESENT YOUR MICHIGAN DEER HUNTING LICENSE, 
NORTH MANITOU ISLAND DEER HUNTING PERMIT AND PERSONAL PICTURE 
IDENTIFICATION TO THE PARK RANGER WHEN YOU ARRIVE ON THE ISLAND.
