Dear General,


It amount almost to a presumption in Major Haskell & myself when we sit down to give you any kind of information as Col. Hull will carry more in his head than we can possibly crowd into his pocket. Inclosed you will see the conference between the two Generals - and this is the latest transaction of any consequence - Somebody has just entered the room who affirms that Mr. Fowle is taken by Shays - that he was in company with a Mr. Windship going to Boston: but it may not be so -


We are stationed at Hadley & Mr. Shays is about 12 miles distant on Pelham Hills. I am fatigued with writing & moving about that you will pardon my Saying no more than that I am with respect & esteem   Dear Sir,
