Gideon Burt, of Springfield. On the list of minute-men of the regular Springfield company, under Maj. Andrew Colton who marched to Boston on April 20, 1775 for service of 10 days, as the 1st Lieut. He was made captain when, on April 24, three days after the minute-men had left, his company was enlisted for three months' service. Responded to the call in April, 1777, ordering the Hampshire County militia to take part in the expedition against Ticonderoga in Col. David Seward's regiment, he was made Captain.
