Massachusetts Militia Adjutant-General orders Returns, Mar. 27th, 1787.

Boston, March 27, 1787.
The Adjutant-General informs the Major-Generals of the Militia, that he has at his office, blank Division, Brigade, Regimental and Company Returns; which he requests they would send for as soon as possible, so that the Returns may be made on or before the first of June, according to the Militia Law. He has likewise the Militia Acts, which they may receive with the blank Returns.
