Takeing into Consideration the Alarming Circumstances of our Distressed State- In a Number of Peoples Riseing to Arms which we Disapprove of Not Being a Constitutional way of Seeking Redress of our Grievances: Wherefore your Petitioners Humbly Pray That your Excellency & Honours would be Pleased in your Clemency and Wisdom to Grant an act of General Indemnity Both in Person and Property To all those who have Taken up arms against Government They Laying Down their arms & becomeing Loyal Dutiful Subjects to the State as we Depricate a Civil war and the Sheding of Human Blood & as in Duty Bound Will Ever pray
