It has been deemed expedient in compiling the history of this regiment
to place each battery by itself. 4

The companies of a regiment of infantry or cavalry usually serve to-
gether as an organization, but the character of a regiment of artillery is
such that the different batteries are seldom, if ever, assembled as one or-
ganization.

The batteries composing this regiment were assigned to separate
armies in the field and took a conspicuous part in the western army and
the army of the Potomac.

The Colonel of the regiment was Cyrus 0. Loomis, formerly Captain
of Battery A, commissioned Colonel Oct. 8, 1862, and the field officers of |
the regimental organization were as follows:

Lieutenant Colonel Luther I Hale, lL.ieutenant Colonel William H.
Ross, Major Josiah W. Church, Major John J. Ely, Major Albert F. R.
Arndt, Major John C, Schuetz.

A brief history of each battery of the regiment, with the military
history of each member, is given in this volume.

For some reason unexplained, the field returns of the batteries com-
posing the regiment were not made as full and complete as the cavalry and
infantry organizations. The records of the Adjutant General’s department
show but meager returns for batteries that took conspicuous parts in many
of the hardest fought battles of the war. The history of these organizations
cannot be written as their merits and distinguished services deserve, be-
cause stuch history was not reported at the time it was made.

BATTERY A.

The initial organization of Battery A was a company at Coldwater,
known as the “Coldwater Light Artillery,” well drilled and equipped, and
the officers of the company tendered their services to the government
April 22, 1861, Their services were accepted by General Wool of the U.
S. A., and the battery was ordered to Fort Wayne at Detroit, where it
reported without delay, with equipments and horses for six guns.

The War Department declined to approve General Wool’s acceptance
of the battery, but permission was finally granted, provided the officers and
men would enlist for three years. The battery was then reorganized upon
the three years’ enlistment plan, and was mustered into service May 28,
1861, with the following officers: ’

Captain, Cyrus O. Loomis of Coldwater. First Lieutenant, Otis H.
Gillam of Coldwater. Tirst Lieutenant, Charles A. Edmonds of Quincy.
Second Lieutenant, Roland Root of Coldwater, and Second Lieutenant,
Robert G. Chandler of Coldwater.

The battery left Detroit May 31, 1861, with six brass six-pounders, for
Cincinnati, Ohio, and went into camp at Camp Dennison.
