Fall and Winter 1863

East Tennessee and the Cumberland Gap were of great strategic importance to the
Confederate Army. Only two railroads joined their armies in Virginia with those of
the West, and one of them ran through the Cumberland Gap and East Tennessee to
Chattanooga. The railroads supplied the Confederacy with food, saltpeter (used to
make gunpowder), lead and salt from Tennessee and the Appalachian Valley of Virginia.

At the outbreak of the Civil War, loyalties were divided in the Knoxville and
East Tennessee area. Confederate forces of eastern Tennessee made Knoxville their
headquarters and sent hundreds of people who were loyal to the Union to prisons
further south. Throughout 1861 the East Tennesseans rebelled openly against the
rebel occupation. Many counties continued to send congressmen to Washington, and
not to Richmond, even though the state of Tennessee had seceeded from the Union. By
late 1861 well-organized guerrilla activity harassed the Confederates in the region.
Railroad Dbridges and supply depots were burned and southern sympathizers were
terrorized. By early 1862 the situation was so bad that a Confederate force of
25,000 was sent to keep order in the area.

In August of 1863 the Confederates moved out of the city of Knoxville to fight
elsewhere and on 2 September 1863 Union forces led by General Burnside occupied the
city. There were many fights in the small towns of East Tennessee during September
and October as the Federals and Confederates fought over control of the railroads,
waterways, roads and Cumberland Gap.

Confederate General James Longstreet and 15,000 men were sent from Chattanooga
in early November to oppose the occupation of east Tennessee by Union forces under
Burnside. By 19 November they managed to hold Knoxville under siege and on the 29th
the Confederates launched an attack on Federal positions at Fort Sanders near the
city. Longstreet opened the attack with an infantry charge in bitter cold weather.
His men were slowed down by Union wire entanglements and a well-placed ditch. The
attack was a failure and 200 of Longstreet's men were captured in the ditch, unable
to advance or retreat. The Confederates withdrew to Greenville, Tennessee, where
they took up winter quarters.

Burnside's failure to pursue Longstreet and drive his forces out of Tennessee
made it necessary for the Union army to keep a large force of its own in the area
until the next spring. The two armies continued to fight throughout the winter in
small engagements at various places in the region.

The following is part of a letter from Dr. John A. Scudder, who was a surgeon in
the 65th indiana Volunteer Infantry, describing a fight on 2 December 1863
at Walker's Ford, Clinch River, Tennessee. It was written to his wife who
was at home in Daviess County, Indiana. The "Henry 16 shooters" were rare
repeating rifles. Only about 10,000 were in use during the Civil War.
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Tazewell, Tenn. December 10, 1863

We left Powel river the 28th of November, came back to Tazewell and
marched on the Knoxville road to Maynardsville. On the night of the
lst of this month the rebels were discovered to be retreating from
Knoxville on a road which would take them in the rear of our force
and give them possession of a strong position on a valley which led
back to Clinch river at the ford, so at midnight we broke up camp and
started on the race for the Gap ten miles from our camp, the rebels
doing their best to beat us there but the Cornfield Brigade was too
fast for them beating them about an hour.

We had about twelve hundred men all told and had not fairly
finished our breakfast before the rebels attacked our outposts and
came down on the cavalry with a whole brigade in line of battle. Our
ambulances and doctors and horses were ordered back and the regiment
formed in line across the valley with a part of the 5th fighting them
and falling back with orders to form in rear of the 65th.

The rebels thinking it a general skedaddle on our part came down
on our Henry sixteen-shooters like a whirlwind when to their surprise
and consternation our batteries--'"our Parrots'"--as the boys call the
cannon, began to talk to them from a cedar grove and as a rebel
prisoner said of the Henry rifles, our men appeared to shoot as if
every finger and toe they had was a gun. The rebels waivered and
after loosing nearly a hundred killed and wounded, fell back.

By this time all their horses and wagons were out of the way and the
rebels were reinforced by another brigade and came on again. Our men
then fell back taking advantage of every rock, stump and old stable
they passed to give them a shot keeping up the fight about six hours
in which time the enemy drove them only two miles when we were rein-
forced by two regiments of infantry (the 116th and 118th) who were
concealed on the hillsides on each side of the road behind our brigade
and only three quarters of a mile from the river where the rebels expected
to rake us.

After the 1nfantry were in position our regiment was ordered to
retreat rapidly to the river and the rebs came howling after them but
they didnt enjoy the chase long for when they got even with the six
months boys they turned loose on them and with our artillery on this
side of the river closed the right to the great discomfiture of the
enemy.

Our loss was only four killed and twenty-three wounded. We
reoccupied the field the next morning and were told by the citizens
that the rebels lost severely--that we killed a Colonel and Adjutant
and mortally wounded a General officer who was kept at one of their
houses part of the night.

On the 3rd I was ordered to return to Tazewell and establish and
take charge of our division hospital which finds me here and so
engaged tonight. I have already on my hands about sixty patients,
thirty-two of whom are wounded. It was a heavy job to undertake at
the start in this country stripped of everything necessary for the
comfort of the sick,but I robbed a church of its seats and faced them
together and filled them with straw for beds, "pressed" a woman's
wash kettle, killed a sheep and set a man to making soup and boiling
rice of which I got a good supply.

I don't know whether you understand the form '"pressed" or not
or whether Webster would give it the definition it has in the army.
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It means to take whatever is necessary without pay or the consent of
the owner. For instance, a Country "yahoo" came to the hospital
yesterday with a half dozen chickens and asked me if some of my sick
men didn't want to buy a chicken. I told him that perhaps they did
and asked him how much he wanted for them. He asked fifty cents
apiece for them and chickens were scarce at that. Said I, "Are you a

Union man?" "Yes Sir, all over from the top of the head down." Then I
said, "I'll take your chickens and these men will pay you fifty cents
apiece in Unionism fighting for the Union." The last I saw of him

he was running round town enquiring for the "head one" of the 'youen's"
to get him to make me pay for his chickens.

You can tell our folks that both Charley and Jacob Scudder are
here with me. I found Jacob sick here. He was out with a forage train
when the regiment left the Gap and came this way and in attempting to
overtake it got an overheat and sleeping cold at night, took cold
which threw him into fever and chills. He was quite sick for two or
three days but now is rapidly improving and gaining strength fast.
Charley was detailed to assist in taking care of the sick who were
left here and are in the hospital across the street from ours. He
stays with me at nights.

By the spring of 1864 the Confederacy was weakening and the mighty war power of
the Union was at last being used effectively. General Ulysses S. Grant, who had
recently been promoted to military commander-in-chief, ordered a concerted offensive
by all Union armies. His orders to General William T. Sherman at Chattanooga were
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to attack the Confederate army in Georgia, "break it up, and go into the interior
of the enemy's country as far as you can, inflicting all the damage you can upon
their war resources".

Sherman's 100,000 men and 254 pieces of artillery left their encampments near
Chattanooga in early May. In the mountains of northwest Georgia, protecting the
railroad that ran from Dalton to Atlanta, were General Joseph E. Johnston and
65,000 Confederate soldiers with 187 cannon. The Army of the Cumberland, which
included the 42nd Indiana, met the enemy at Ringgold, Georgia and for 106 days they
were constantly under fire as they fought their way to Atlanta. They shot up
86,611 rounds of artillery and 11,815,229 rounds of infantry ammunition during the
_ campaign.

Many battles were fought as the Federals pushed the Confederates closer and
closer to Atlanta. Johnston was a clever defensive fighter and retreated slowly.
Sherman generally avoided direct attacks and moved around the Confederate flanks,
compelling them to withdraw in order to avoid encirclement. That is what happened
at Resaca (13 - 15 May) near the Oostanaula River, when, after two days of fighting,
Sherman sent out cavalry and an infantry division planning to make a flanking
movement south of the river, because the Confederate position at Resaca was too
strong for a direct attack. Realizing the danger of being flanked with the river
at his back, the Confederate general withdrew during the night. The Ssoutherners
had been protecting a railroad bridge at Resaca, and as they headed south they
burned the bridge behind them.

The two armies fought stubboornly at New Hope Church on 25 May, Picketts' Mill
on the 27th and Dallas on the 28th. On 27 June Sherman changed his tactics and
ordered a frontal assault on the Confederate position at Kennesaw Mountain. The
Confederates easily repelled the Union attacks, losing only 500 men compared to
2,000 Union casualties.

After the bloody battle at Kennesaw Mountaih, Sherman resumed his flanking
strategy forcing the Confederates to retreat to the Chattahoochee River only eight
miles from Atlanta.

Confederate General Joseph E. Johnston received a telegram on 17 July 1864
from President Jefferson Davis relieving him of command and ordering him to turn
his army over to General John Bell Hood.

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When John Bell Hood assumed command of the Confederate Army of Tennessee on 17
July, Atlanta was being threatened by Sherman's three converging armies. Hood had
about 60,000 men, but about 10,000 of them were home-guards which were not at all
useful as assault troops. General Hood had been given the command because his
predecessor, Joseph E. Johnston, had failed to halt Sherman's advance. Hood was
expected to save Atlanta by attacking and driving the enemy from the city's gates.
He attacked immediately and repeatedly for the next week. His attacks, however,
achieved little besides the elimination of nearly 20,000 of his own men, and in the
end he had to abandon Atlanta anyway.

The Confederates struck first at General Thomas' Army of. the Cumberland which
had. just crossed Peachtree Creek north of Atlanta on 20 July. Hood hoped to catch
the Federals in the process of crossing the creek and the low swampy land bordering
it, but Thomas' men were already across the creek and in a good defensive position
when the rebels attacked. The attackers lost 5,000 men in the ensuing battle, and
they failed to budge the Federals from Peachtree Creek.

The next day, the Confederate soldiers marched fifteen miles south and east
around the city of Atlanta where they attacked General McPherson's Army of the
Tennessee on 22 July. During the hard-fought Battle of Atlanta, the rebels managed
to attack from two directions and the yankees were hard put to defend their posi-
tions. The Union soldiers were sometimes fighting back to back to repel assaults
from both directions, jumping from one side of their rifle pits to the other and
then back again to fire in the opposite direction. The outcome was in doubt for a
long time. In the end, General McPherson was killed and there were 3,721 other
Union casualties. Losses on the Confederate side were somewhere between 7,000 and
10,000 men. The battle was the beginning of the Siege of Atlanta, and General
Sherman began to turn his attentions to cutting the supply lines into the city.

The next move was Sherman's. He ordered the Army of the Tennessee, whose new
leader was General Oliver O. Howard, to march completely around the city towards the
important railroad outlet to the south. Before they reached the railroad, however,
the Confederates attacked for the third time in nine days at Ezra Church west of
Atlanta. It was early afternoon on 28 July, and the battle lasted until dark when
the rebels withdrew into the fortifications of Atlanta. The Federals lost fewer
than 600 men, but the Confederate losses have been estimated as high as 5,000.

The last battle for Atlanta began 31 August at Jonesboro, fifteen miles to the
south, where Hood's Confederate army attacked the Federal right flank, hoping to
prevent encirclement of the city. The Confederate losses were high again, with
1,725 casulaties compared to 170 for the Federals. After losing the two-day battle
of Jonesboro, General Hood ordered all public property in Atlanta destroyed and the
city evacuated.

Sherman entered Atlanta on 2 September 1864 and triumphantly telegraphed to
Washington, "Atlanta is ours, and fairly won". The fall of Atlanta was a crippling
blow to the Confederacy's capacity and will to make war. Coupled with Union victor-
ies elsewhere, the war's end was now in sight. In the North there was rejoicing and
on 8 November 1864 Abraham Lincoln was re-elected President, endorsing a fight to
the finish. A week later Sherman left Atlanta in ruins to begin his devastating
March to the Sea.

After abandoning Atlanta on 1 September 1864, the Confederate army under General
Hood was reduced to about 35,000 effectives. They retreated southward and concentra-
ted about eighteen miles south of Atlanta. General Hood realized that he did not
have the strength to engage Sherman's Union army, so he decided to lure the yankees
away from Atlanta by destroying their lines of communication north of Atlanta.

Early in October the Confederates marched northward around Atlanta and attacked
the railroad near Allatoona. For four days, they tore up tracks and cut telegraph
lines. Then they marched northwestward and two days later they attacked the railroad
near Resaca.

Sherman responded by moving his Federal army out of Atlanta in pursuit of
General Hood and his men, but the Union general soon realized that he was being led
on a wild-goose chase. At this point Sherman divided his army. He sent General
George Thomas and General John M. Schofield with 58,000 men to defend Tennessee.
Then Sherman began preparations for his March to the Sea with 62,000 men.

Confederate General John B. Hood decided to try a desperate scheme to strike
north through Tennessee and Kentucky and then move east into Virginia where he still
hoped to be able to win the war. ’

Hood's forces made their way through Alabama and then northward as far as
Franklin, Tennessee, before they tangled with Schofield's yankees on 30 November
1864. At Franklin, the Federals were positioned behind stout breastworks with a
clear field of fire in front of them. Nevertheless, Hood ordered his men to attack.
Twenty thousand rebels made the charge. Their attack overwhelmed the outlying
Federal brigades, but the yankees were soon able to counterattack and hand-to-hand
fighting went on until dark. The Confederate casualties were grievous--over 6,000
men including twelve generals, six of whom were killed outright.

General Schofield and his Union soldiers withdrew and continued toward Nashville
eighteen miles to the north, where they joined forces with General Thomas. The
Confederates had received some reinforcements and now had over 23,000 men. General
Hood chose to follow Schofield's army to Nashville where he hoped to entice the
combined Union armies to attack him. The southern forces arrived outside Nashville
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on 2 December, but they did not have enough men to surround the city. For two weeks
they suffered terribly from the weather, especially from an ice storm that hit the
arca. Then, on 15 December 1864, General Thomas' yankees charged out of the city
and overpowered Hood's men who withdrew and made another stand the next day. But
the game was up. The Confederates retreated southward through falling snow, and by
the end of the year the remnants of Hood's army--about 18,000 ragged men--were at
Tupelo, Mississippi.

Total Confederate casualties at Nashville are unknown, but General Thomas
reported the capture of 4,462 men. The war in the West was all but over.

On 15 November 1864 Sherman's well-equipped force of 55,000 infantry, 5,000
cavalry and 2,000 artillerymen with 64 guns left Atlanta organized into two wings.
Sherman's two wings marched from Atlanta in such a way as to deceive the Confederates
as to the true destination of the main body. As they made their virutally unopposed
advance to Savannah they destroyed railroads, and within a band fifty to sixty miles
wide, they methodically destroyed all resources and property that might be of any
military value to the Confederates.

Because railroads carried men and supplies for the armies, they had frequently
been the target of raids throughout the war. By 1864 a standard method of railroad
destruction had emerged: the rails were pried up and the ties collected into piles
and set on fire; then the rails would be heated over the fire until the iron glowed
red. At that point the rail would be wrapped around a nearby tree or telegraph pole
and allowed to cool. Factories and forges were also military targets because they
produced munitions of war. And, because armies could not fight unless they were
fed, even food became a military target. In the midst of all this destruction, the
line between acceptable and unacceptable became blurred. The man most closely
associated with this type of warfare was William Tecumseh Sherman, who is still
deeply resented in much of the South. Sherman clearly recognized that for the Union
to win the war, the will of the South had to be broken. Sherman's March to the Sea
was tragic, but no more tragic than the war as a whole, and in many ways it was the
inevitable outcome of the violence begun in 1861.

Sherman's uncontested devastation of Georgia drastically reduced the area under
effective Confederate control, and the fall of Charleston left only one major Atlan-
tic seaport in Confederate hands. That port was Wilmington, North Carolina, on the
Cape Fear River. At its wharves, blockade runners continued to unload their cargoes
of munitions, food, shoes, medicine and other goods necessary to the continuation of
the southern war effort. In addition, Wilmington had direct rail connections to
Petersburg and thus to the Confederate capital at Richmond. Robert E. Lee informed
the commander of Fort Fisher, Wilmington's principal fortress, that the Army of
Northern Virginiacould not continue to hold Richmond if Fort Fisher were to fall.

The fort was a substantial fortification, over a mile in length along the
seaward side and mounting forty-seven pieces of heavy artillery. Its sand walls
were more than twenty-five feet thick and impervious to even the heaviest shells.:

The first attempt to capture Fort Fisher involved a plan to blow it up. The
"U.S.S. Louisiana" was loaded with 200 tons of explosives and run aground as close
to the fort as possible. It was exploded early in the morning on Christmas Eve 1864
and caused no damage whatever to the fort.

The second attempt to capture the fort was a cooperative effort between the
Union army and navy. The navy began a bombardment on 13 January 1865, hitting the
fort with over one and a half million pounds of ordnance and knocking out more than
half of the Confederate guns. The army landed men north of the fort and immediately
set them to work digging a line of entrenchments to protect them from a possible
Confederate attack from the rear.

The assault took place on 15 January. The navy's bombardment reached a peak at
3:00 p.m. and then stopped. Four thousand soldiers attacked the fort along the
western shore while a force of two thousand sailors and marines attacked from another
side. The sailors and marines advanced over open ground and were easy targets for
the Confederates defending the fort. But they drew the attention away from the
soldiers who stormed the ramparts near the river and were soon inside the fort.
Fighting continued all afternoon and into the night, but by 10:00 p.m. the remnants
of the Confederate garrison surrendered.

On 18 February 1865 the combined land and sea forces of the United States began
their campaign for Wilmington itself. The navy bombarded Fort Anderson on the west
side of the Cape Fear River and the army probed the land defenses below Wilmington.
On the night of 19 February, under increased pressure from the Federal army and
navy, the southern garrison evacuated Fort Anderson and headed for Wilmington. By
the 21st the Union forces were closing in on Wilmington and the Confederates began
destroying the supplies that they could not carry with them. Federal troops entered
Wilmington on 22 February 1865 without opposition, gaining control of the last major
port in the south. The Confederacy was clearly on its last legs.

On the first of February, 1865, General Sherman and his army started north from
Savannah, and the conclusion of the war began. Sherman had about 60,000 veterans
and when he reached North Carolina he would be reinforced by 21,000 more men, who
were at that time on the coast of North Carolina under the command of General Scho-
field. To oppose the huge Union army, the Confederates had about 30,000 men, includ-
ing home guards, and there was no possibility that they could increase their numbers.
General Joseph E. Johnston was brought back from retirement and put in charge in
the hope that he might somehow find a way to halt Sherman. But Johnston himself
admitted, "I can do no more than annoy him".

Geography and weather were greater obstacles to Sherman's men than the Confeder-
ate army. The line of march went through swampy, lowland regions and crossed many
rivers. The roads were almost impassable and the streams were swollen from the
rainy winter weather. But Sherman's men were tough veterans who could improvise
their way through almost any obstacle. They went through South Carolina as rapidly
as they had gone across Georgia, building bridges, corduroying roads, and fording
icy rivers as the line of march went steadily northward.

As the army marched through South Carolina, many of the soldiers seemed deter-
mined to make the state--which they saw as the heart and soul of secession and
rebellion--suffer for its treason. Aside from the official work of destruction, the
Federals also burned and destroyed a great deal of private property.

As Sherman's men moved into North Carolina, the Confederates tried to stop
their progress at Averysboro on 16 March and at Bentonville for three days beginning
19 March. But the advance could not be checked. Sherman's army reached Goldsboro
on 23 March 1865 where it met Schofield's Union force which had come from the coast.
Sherman's men had marched 425 miles from Savannah to Goldsboro in fifty days.

The combined Union army, with more than 80,000 men, continued on toward Greens-
boro which was the temporary capital of the Confederacy. They captured Raleigh on
13 April and the next day Sherman received a message from Confederate General Joseph
Johnston requesting a temporary cessation of hostilities until a peace could be
worked out. After some negotiation, the surrender terms were agreed upon. The
surrender took place 26 April 1865 at the Bennett house near Durham Station, North
Carolina.

As the great armies advanced and retreated, blighting the landscape and leaving
hate and bitterness behind, guerrilla bands sprang up to further ravage the areas on
the fringes of war. 1In a few instances these bands served a legitimate purpose by
harassing enemy communications and supply lines. But in most cases there was little
justification for their raids. The victims were usually noncombatants who were
singled out because of their views on slavery or the Union, or 51mply because they
might have valuables hidden in their mattresses.

William Quantrill, the most notoriocus of all Confederate guerrillas, and his
followers who included Frank and Jesse James and Cole Younger, were looting and
terrorizing the citizens of Kentucky during the spring of 1865. Quantrill was
finally shot by Federal troops near Taylorsville, Kentucky (southeast of Louisville)
on 10 May 1865, which was after the war had ended and during the turbulent times
after Lincoln' s assassination and Booth's capture. Quantrill had actually planned
to assassinate Lincoln, but Booth had beaten him to it.

One of the major responsibilities of provost duty was to protect the citizens
of an area that was under military control. George W. Coup told how he was injured
in the line of duty:

"Half my company (and I was one of them) was mounted. We done
scouting. We captured horse thieves and guerrillas. We were

out one night all night and about 2 o'clock in the morning,

Henry Clark, John Allen and myself had a horse thief and guerrilla
cornered in a house. He jumped from the window and ran for another
house. And we after him. My horse run over a gate and fell with me.
And on to me injuring my left shoulder - spraining it badly. No
bones were broken or joints dislocated - I never attended surgeon's
call in consequence or received any medical treatment from any one in
the service. I got linnement at a drug store in Clarksville,
Tennessee. 1 carried the mail the most part of the time from there
to camp. About a week or two after that injury rheumatism began

to show itself - and off and on I have suffered from the ailment
ever since the winter of 1865.

.... The horse fell with me and on me, but I was not thrown from
him and rode him back with the prisoners we had captured-about

25 miles- to Fort Donelson - and put them in the stockade there."

When the Army of the Cumberland was organized in April of 1864, the 44th Indiana
was assigned to the garrison at Chattanocoga. At that time Chattanooga was the most
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important war center in the west, and was the point of concentration for the armies
preparing to move south under General Sherman. It was the base of supplies for the
entire Campaign for Atlanta. The 44th Indiana was one of the units assigned to
guard the base of operations, keep the lines of communications open and act as
military police.

The war came back to Tennessee in November of 1864 when Confederate General
Hood made his advance toward Franklin and Nashville. Chattanooga became the scene
of a great deal of activity then, as Union General Thomas concentrated his forces
there as quickly as possible in order to defend Tennessee from the rebel advance.
The 44th was called out and mounted. For nineteen days they pursued the enemy, but
they had only one skirmish. They did, however, travel 480 miles in those nineteen
days. The Battle of Nashville was a decisive victory for the Union army, and the
44th was not needed for military action again.

Early in 1865 the 44th was assigned to assist in picket duty as well as post
duty. On the 29th of January and the 4th of February they were called out to repel
guerrilla raids. The men boarded trains in pursuit, but were unable to catch up
with the raiders either time.

The news of the fall of Fort Sumter and the capture of Charleston reached the
garrison at Chattanooga 22 February 1865. It was a time of great rejoicing: the
heavy guns mounted on the fort and the field guns were fired; all of the locomotive
engines at the depot blew their whistles; and the men screamed until they were
hoarse or exhausted.

Thousands of Confederate soldiers came into the post during the month of May to
surrender, according to terms and procedures agreed on by the leaders of both armies.
They were quickly paroled and left to return to their homes. Many of the rebels
brought with them silver coins which they spent in purchases, putting into circula-
tion a currency that!had not been seen by Union soldiers since the opening of the
war. An exchange of greenbacks at the rate of $1.25 for a silver dollar was made,
until almost every yankee soldier had a silver piece that was said to have been
stolen by the Confederates from the U.S. Mint at New Orleans.

The 44th Indiana remained on duty at Chattanooga until September of 1865,
although the men who had been drafted were mustered out in June.

The end of the war came with more relief than fanfare. On 9 April 1865 Confed-
erate General Robert E. Lee surrendered to General Ulysses S. Grant at Appomattox
Court House, Virginia. After signing the surrender, General Lee mounted his horse
and rode back to his men. He told them to "Go to your homes and resume your occupa-
tions. Obey the laws and become as good citizens as you were soldiers".

In the north, the joy at the end of the war was clouded by the assassination of
President Lincoln on 14 April 1865. The funeral was held in the East Room of the
White House on the 19th. After a brief service the funeral carriage, escorted by
cavalry, infantry, artillery and marines, carried, the body past throngs of people
into the rotunda of the Capitol. The bells of Washington tolled: the minute guns
boomed. For two days the:public filed past the catafalque in steady streams. Then
the body began its last journey, by train, back to Springfield, Illinois, for burial
on 4 May.

Near Durham Station, North Carolina, on 26 April 1865, Confederate General
Joseph E. Johnston surrendered to General William T. Sherman. Only two primary
Contederate forces remained and they were expected to surrender soon.

In Washington, D.C., on 23 May and 24 May the Grand Armies of the Republic
passed in a last review. From the Capitol to the White House crowds lined the
Streets, cheering as the soldiers marched by. For the first time in four years, the
flag at the White House flew at full staff. Regiment by regiment, brigade by bri-
gade, division by division, corps by corps,the victors came. On the 23rd the Army
of the Potomac which had done most of the fighting east of the Appalachians marched
in the nations' capital, and on the 24th the tough westerners who fought under
General William Tecumseh Sherman and General George Henry Thomas marched proudly
through the streets of Washington. It was over!
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AFTER THE WAR

The Civil War left deep physical and emotional scars on the men who survived;
thus, many soldiers never wanted to talk about their war experiences after they
returned home. Some, however, did join the G.A.R., and most attended the soldiers'
reunions.

The following is an account of a typical soldiers' reunion.

"Washington Gazette
September 23, 1905

VETERANS ANNUAL REUNION

It is estimated that between 1,200 and 1,500 attended the annual
reunion of the veterans of Company G 42nd Indiana at the Ebeneezer
grove in Harrison township Wednesday. It was decided unanimously to
hold a reunion again next year and the date was set for September 20.
Captain Joshua A. Palmer was elected captain for another year, a
grizzled veteran humorously moving that he be made captain as long
as he behaved himself.

The company assembled in the Ebeneezer church at morning and
sang"My Country 'Tis of Thee". A prayer was made by the Rev. George
May. W.A. Tomey was selected for secretary and John McCafferty was
named as his assistant. Capt. Joshua A. Palmer made a short but
impressive talk to the comrades and many were moved to tears. He also
gave a short sketch of the battle of Chickamauga. When the roll call
followed twenty-five answered "Present". They were Andrew J. Allen,
John Aikman, Joseph Allison, A.J. Burris, Florian Bartl, Thomas Besley,
Robert Chappell, Dudley Ellis, George Eubanks, C.C.Gregory, William
H. Gilley, F.M. Hunter, Benjamin Hopkins, Doctor Hancock, William
Jackson, L.F. Johnson, Jacob Jackson, John J. McCracken, Charles
McCracken, William McCracken, Joshua A. Palmer, Albert Pride, P.H.
Ragsdale, Joseph Swan and W.A. Tomey.

In order to ascertain the number of visitors, those not members
of Company G were asked to rise to their feet. It was found that
there were thirty-nine veterans present who were not members of the
company, making a total of sixty-four at the reunion.

After the election of officers the veterans formed in line and
marching to the graves of comrades, with shaking hands cast flowers
over the grassy mounds, a pretty custom observed at every reunion.
They then repaired to the long table, quickly improvised out of
planks, where a great feast was awaiting them.

A short address to the soldiers and their friends was made in
the afternoon by Congressman Chaney.

A contribution of $7.55 was made up by the audience and placed
in the hands of Captain Palmer to defray the expense of the reunion."

The Soldiers Monument which stands on the south lawn of the Daviess County
Courthouse was dedicated on 8 October 1913. The idea had been proposed two years
earlier by the local members of the Grand Army of the Republic. The day of the
dedication was also the fifty-first anniversary of the Battle of Perryville where
many of the old veterans had their first experience in combat.
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Before the parade began, the old soldiers gathered on the lawn of the court-
house. Some of them were wearing their Civil War uniforms, and they all were enjoy-
ing being together for the important occasion.

The stores along Main Street and many private homes were decorated for the
event. Leading the parade, which began at the courthouse, were the city officials
followed by the fire department with their decorated wagons, 2,250 school children
carrying flags, a unit from the Indiana National Guard, and then the veterans them-
selves. Next in the parade were the members of the Ladies Circle of the G.A.R., the
members of the Eagles Lodge, a drum corps and the members of the Odd Fellows Lodge.
The parade ended back at the courthouse and was followed by a program dedicating the

monument . It included patriotic music, speeches and a flag drill. The morning

program ended with the audience singing "America". The afternoon program took place
at the First Christian Church and featured several speeches praising the veterans.

The celebration ended with music and the benediction by the chaplain of the G.A.R.

post.

The Civil War has been over for a long time now. The sorrows and bitterness
which the war created have worn away, and that is a good thing. But the patriotic
young soldiers who served their country during those painful four years should never
be forgotten.
