The tirel four guns wero caplured io a desper |
alo nnd bloody vharge by the I7th Tennessee regi-
ment nione, iowhich Col. Marks was shot down, bad-
Iy wounded by a ruuisler shol, just befuore renching
the enemy's bullery; hiz Adintant Jimmy Fitzpats
rick, aboy only 18 years wld, wus tho lirst Lo reach
the cuemy's gnos, und took Sormal ponsession Ly
throwing his sword acrop« one of tho guns—he wns
immediately shot down, severcly wounded in the
thigh by a minnie ball. The regiment immediately
woved forward, while the night of the brigade was
beld in check by o strong Federal ferce, such boing
thd impetuosity of the hoys, that Lt. Col. Floyd be-
iug now in command, felt anfe in saying*forward.”
Aud uobly did they press forward, mauking many a
Yaukee pay tho pennity fer bis past outrages upon
old nien, aud helpless women.

The regiment soon discovered another battery,
ucarja Yankee hospital. Without ceremauy they made
war upon it,and after a desperate fight of half an
hour, they drove this batiery (which hud been all the
time pluying upon the right of tho brigade) from its
Pposition, compelling it to beat ® basty retrent. leav-
ing one of its guns, which was taken. Here the 17th
captured mavy prisoners, at and arornd the hospital,
and lwo wagon losds of ammuniiion, besidesa a num~
ber of mules. All this time the right of the brigade,
composed of the 25Lh, 44th and 37th Tenunessee regi-
ments, was muking a desperato fight, and whean it
succeeded ip disladging the euemy from his position,

In the mean time the 23d Tonnesscs regiment,
Lting on the leftof the 17th, had come up, laving
made a gallunt fight, and driven its jmwmediate ad-
versury from the field.
