Capt. Richard N. Coffee captured.

Richard N, Coffee, a Captain of Co. F., Shaw's Battalion, (Hamilton's Battalion)
Tennessee Cavalry, Confederate States Army, was captured on Nevember 18, 1863,
at Livingston, Tenn,, imprisoned at Louisville, Ky., and at Johnson's Island,

Ohio, where he was released on Feb, 28, 1865, on taking the ocath of allegiance
to the United States.

Capt. Coffee later served for several years as County Court Clerk of Overton
County. He was married to Martha Wright, and they are buried on the Bates
‘farm, now owned by A. B. Mitchell, about two miles east of Livingston., Also

Supt. of Publiec Schools.
