View a wide selection of local quilts on display in the historic limestone barn from 10 a.m. to 4 

p.m. on September 4th, 5th, and 6th and vote for your favorite quilt.  On Monday, September 6th at 1 

p.m., the winner will be announced.  Quilting demonstrations will be available all three days and 

visitors will have the opportunity to learn from National Park Service rangers and local experts 

about the origins of quilting, traditional designs, and modern techniques.  Quilting bees were a 

way for women of the community to come together to complete a task, but also to catch up on 

the latest news.  Visitor participation on the community quilt is highly encouraged.
