Financial reports due under your grant agreement annual report should still be uploaded directly into the THPO Reporting Portal. The Annual Accomplishments Report is due annually by all THPOs with a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the NPS at anytime before on Oct. 1, 2017 whether or not your THPO receives a grant from the NPS. If your Tribe received a THPO grant from the NPS under the FY 2018 HPF appropriation, you can find the additional annual financial reporting requirements in your grant application.
