ADVANCED STUDIES FELLOWSHIPS

The National Park Foundation is pleased to announce the Advanced Studies Fellowships in support of graduate education. The Fellowships are open to full-time and part-time permanent employees of the National Park Service.  Two fellowships will be awarded in 2002.

Eligibility: Eligible candidates must be full-time or part-time permanent NPS employees who:

1. Have been accepted into a course of study at an accredited institution

2. Have three years of permanent employment with the NPS at the time of application

Funding: Each Fellowship will be for $2,250. Fellowships will be awarded for one year and can be used to defray expenses (tuition, books, fees, etc.) of full-time or part-time graduate-level studies. NOTE: Funds may be given to the educational institution and designated for tuition and associated costs, or funds may be given directly to the employee to cover tuition and associated costs.

Application Package: Application packages must include:

1. A brief resume

2. The attached application form

3. A statement  (not to exceed 300 words)that explains why the applicant is pursuing the studies (career goals)  and how the NPS will derive benefits

4. Proof of acceptance into a course of study at an accredited educational institution

5. A copy of the summary page of the most current performance evaluation

6. A letter of reference (From a professor or faculty member)

7. A statement of funding from any other fellowship, grant or scholarship, if applicable

8. Supervisory endorsement (See application form)

Requirements: Employees who are selected will be required  to:

1. Sign the continuing service agreement on the reverse side of the SF-182 Training Form

2. Remain in good standing with the educational institution

3. Maintain an achieved rating in their performance rating

4. Submit a report to the Chair of the selection committee that will include grade achieved and a copy of major papers completed

Selection Process: Selections will be made by a special committee consisting of a member of the Board of the National Park Foundation; a member of the NPS Directorate; a faculty member of a college or university; and an ad hoc member as appropriate. Selection criteria may include: (1) appropriateness of the graduate studies to the employee’s NPS responsibilities; (2) benefits to the NPS; (3) employee’s job performance.
