Digital preservation is too big and complex an issue for individual institutions to undertake on their own, and is being tackled on a national and international basis.  What are the significant threats to the sustainability of digital content?     What are best practices to sustain the digital content you have worked hard to create?    Digital Preservation: Fundamentals of Creating and Sustaining Digital Content is a three-day conference presenting the essentials of creating and managing digital files in the context of the National Park Service.   A faculty of national experts will explore the range of activities and issues associated with “born-digital” materials and digitally reformatting data, text, still-image, audio, and video materials.  Session topics will include current and emerging best practices and standards, protocols, preservation metadata creation, digital preservation solutions, file formats, workflows, economic realities, copyright, and rights management.   Digital backups are not the same as digital preservation.   NPS IT managers, program managers, park managers, natural and cultural resource managers, curators and archivists will learn the differences between these functions and how to plan and execute projects that ensure both access and long-term digital preservation.   This conference will provide an excellent opportunity to learn, network, and build awareness.
