Historic Weapons and Beach Apparatus Drill

 Certification Course

Conducted at Fort McClellan Army National Guard Training Center

February 27-March 9, 2012

This course meets the initial certification and re-certification needs of supervisors and interpreters involved in NPS historic weapons firing programs.  This course is required for individuals who have the responsibility to conduct historic weapons programs in their respective parks. Modules will be offered on Safety, Program Management, and Skills relating to 18th-century small arms, 18th-century artillery, 19th-century small arms and 19th-century artillery. Additional skills may be offered if sufficient interest and time permits.  Seasonal, temporary and non-supervisory career or career-conditional employees are not eligible to be trained and certified as park historic weapons firing supervisors.  A new option offered in the first week only is the Beach Apparatus Drill training (Lyle gun), this training is only for areas with existing or starting this as a new program. 
It is mandatory that participants wear natural fabric clothing appropriate to their historical period.  Participants will be required to wear their historic clothing during most of the instructional periods of the course. The performance standards require a lot of physical activity.  Participation in small arms and artillery drills is required, applicants must be able to stand for long periods and perform the correct drills in order to pass the course.  The small arms drill requires lifting muskets 10 pounds in weight and standing for long periods.
APPLICANTS SHOULD ONLY APPLY FOR MODULES FOR WHICH THEY REQUIRE CERTIFICATION.

This course is sponsored by Horseshoe Bend NMP, and the WASO Office of Interpretation, with cooperation and support of the Training Manager for Interpretation & Education, and Fort McClellan Army National Guard Training Center
PARTICIPANTS:
Historic weapons supervisors and interpreters who require certification or re-certification.  Participants must be career or career-conditional NPS employees 21 years of age or older.  Nominations will be accepted from non-NPS personnel representing other federal, state or local government agencies also 21 years of age or older.
