Each individual should enroll, including those who will request the time limited recorded sessions for 
September 22-26. You will get an e-mail when the participant guide becomes available, get transcript credit, and will be informed (by e-mail) of any last minute changes to the agenda. The participant guide will be posted approximately one week prior to the broadcast. It will be 200+ pages, so we suggest pre-printing front/back. Pre-printing the participant guide is recommended as this will be a convenient way to take notes and jot down questions.

 

Broadcasts delivered via the Livestream platform are available on any internet connected desktop computer. If more than two or three persons are participating from your office, we suggest that you work with your IT staff to setup a group viewing area or “distance learning classroom”.
