Kowski Hall 
Our training and meeting space includes 
two classrooms and one conference room 
with wifi, video conferencing capabilities, 
projectors, smart boards and laptops for 
in-class student use (federal employees only). 
Classrooms can seat up to 50 students  and the 
conference room seats up to twelve.    
 
Kowski Hall also has a full kitchen, outdoor 
grills and firepit, student library and coffee and 
hot beverage services.   
 
All 70 efficiency apartments have:

- Stovetop

- Coffee maker 
- Dinnerware and glassware 
- Cooking pots and utensils 
- Heaters and electric fans 
 
Toiletries are available at the Lodging Office. 
Additional needs such as first aid items, hiking 
and camping supplies, postage and flashlights 
are available at Kowski Hall. Roll away beds 
and memory foam mattress pads are available 
on a first-come first-served basis.   

Karraker Lounge 
Located in Apartment Building D, the Lounge 
provides students with recreational and group 
activity space. Lounge amenities include: 
- Full kitchen 
- High-definition television, DVD player and 
cable access 
- Pool table 
- Board games 
- Lending book and DVD library 
- Outdoor grills and picnic tables  
- Acoustic guitar
