This series of stamps includes a stamp recognizing Executive Order 9981, officially ending segregation in the United States Armed Forces. Included will be a book-signing of a recently released handbook, From Cubs to Hawks, which focuses on the Tuskegee Airmen Aircraft and the people who flew them.  Randy Johnson, the author, and Mildred Hemmons Carter, who wrote the foreword, will be on hand for the signing.
Tuskegee Airmen will also be available to sign the cachets, and dignitaries will be in attendance to share in honoring the Airmen.
