Tule Lake Unit’s Education Program 

The Tule Lake Unit’s education program is in its early stages of development, just like the park is, but has been growing every year with the help of two past TRTs. The Tule Lake Unit was established in 2008 and funded for the first time in 2012, making it a fairly new park. While Tule Lake is currently creating its first management plan, all staff is in agreement that a key focus of the park is educating future generations about this potion of American History. We’ve demonstrated this by providing education programs within six months of establishment, and striving every year to improve the program.  

	The Tule Lake education program is made up of on-site programs, in-classroom programs and education kits that were created in the summer of 2013 using a TRT. During 2014, we provided seven on-site education programs to over 200 students, and had three classes borrow the new education kits.  

	The summer 2013 TRT created two education kits, each with about two weeks’ worth of lesson plans, one at the high school level and the other at the elementary level.  These kits were premiered to 40 local teachers during a teacher workshop that we hosted in partnership with Densho in October.  During the workshop we received great feedback from teachers about the kits regarding the common core standards that they met, materials that were included and many teachers expressed interested in using them in their classrooms. 

	During on-site education programs students are rotated between two to three activities that are designed to immerse them in daily life at the center.  They are also rotated through the jail, where they learn about those who put in there and the impact that it had on them and their families.  The activities that are done outside of the jail were created partially out of necessity since no more than 10 people can enter the jail at one time.  The activities were created based off of activities done by other Japanese Confinement Site locations, and were updated to incorporate common core standards by the 2014 summer TRT.      

Teacher – Ranger – Teacher Project 

We are looking at ways to expand and improve our current education program. We are open to ideas, but would like to expand our in-class opportunities. 

We would like to have the TRT on-site at least long enough to gain some background knowledge about the natural and cultural resources of the park.  We do not expect that the  project taken on that it has to be done while at the park, and are willing to allow a teacher to work remotely.
