Camp Tulelake started as a Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC) camp in the 1930’s. This camp is only 1 of over 27 CCC camps that is still standing in this area.  During WWII the camp housed Japanese American’s in 1943 and German and Italian Prisoners of War from 1944 to 1946.  
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1:00 pm - Tule Lake Segregation Center Tour

The Tule Lake Segregation Center was one of ten War Relocation Centers during WWII, which housed persons of Japanese ancestry.  Tule Lake was the largest of all ten camps and stayed opened the longest.  It is also the only camp that had a jail and stockade.
