THE ENCOUNTERS BOX

The Encounters Box is a dynamic teachers’ resource kit that contains books, games, written activities, teachers’ guides, audio cassettes and videos pertaining to the history, culture and environment of the area in which we live.  (Known as the Pimería Alta, the region encompasses Northern Sonora, Mexico and southern Arizona to the Gila River near Phoenix.) It is an essential Teacher tool to learn about, and augment lessons referencing Southern Arizona history, culture and environment.
The boxes are located at selected National Parks and various Tucson-Pima Public Libraries.  (Boxes may also be requested and transferred from any Tucson-Pima Library.) They may be checked out for periods of two to three weeks.
