Taino (pronounced Ty-ee-no) were the Pre-Columbian (an era of 700-1500 AD) indigenous people on St. John. They were categorized as Classic Taino (located in Hispaniola or the Dominican Republic, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands), based on their culture, agricultural and worship practices. Other categories include Eastern (in the lesser Antilles) and Western (Bahamas, Cuba and Jamaica) Taino.
