April 4, Wednesday:  Watershed Excursion

Pick up and drop off place: Asan Bay Overlook 

Within the War in the Pacific National Historical Park there are coral reefs, limestone forests, a mahogany forest, and tropical savannah ecosystems.  Hike through these fascinating areas with park biologists and learn about various plants that live in the park and the management and conservation of watersheds.
April 5, Thursday:  Striving for Stewardship

Time: 9 am-12 pm
Pick up and drop off place: Asan Beach

The War in the Pacific National Historical Park seeks to conserve natural, scenic, and historic values and objects for the benefit and enjoyment of present and future generations. Junior Rangers will take the lead in maintaining our national treasures. 
April 6, Friday: Curator’s Collection

Time: 9 am-12 pm

Pick up and drop off place:  Visitor Center

Go behind the scenes and take a glimpse of Guam and Saipan’s amazing collection of World War II artifacts.  Take a walk through history and view documents, photographs, magazines, uniforms, and even weapons.

Pick up and drop off place: Various areas

Park rangers lead special guided tours of park sites and share personal stories of those who fought in the Pacific War.  Make sure to bring your passport to have it stamped!  A schedule of programs can be found at www.nps.gov/wapa and will be available in late March.
April 14, Saturday: Junior Ranger Ceremony

Time: 11 am-12 pm

Place:  Visitor Center

Bring in your passports with at least FIVE stamps and receive an official Junior Ranger badge and certificate.

How are Junior Rangers selected?

Youth currently in the 7th or 8th grades are eligible to apply for the Junior Ranger Academy.  Completed applications and a $20 refundable deposit are required for reserving a spot.  Selection for the Academy is on a first come, first serve basis.

When is the deadline to turn in the Junior Ranger Academy Health and Registration Form?

Completed forms should be submitted by 4:30 pm on Wednesday, March 21, 2012.

What does it take to earn an official Junior Ranger Badge?

In order to earn a Junior Ranger badge, participants must complete a minimum of FIVE (5) programs.

Where do I turn in the Junior Ranger Academy Registration Forms and $20 deposit?

They can be turned in at the T. Stell Newman Visitor Center, located at the former Army Reserve Center, near the Naval Station Guam front gate across from Taco Bell, between the hours of 9:00 am - 4:30 pm.  Cash and check deposits are accepted. Checks should be made out to Pacific Historic Parks.

How can I contact my Junior Ranger in case of an emergency?

Where is check-in and pick-up?

What if my child is NOT in 7th or 8th grades?
The curriculum is designed and tailored for this specific age group.  Therefore, youth entering 7th and 8th grades will have first priority in reserving spots. If there is an open slot available, we will contact parents three days before the Academy begins.

How do I claim my refundable registration deposit of $20?

Participants must have earned their Junior Ranger Badge (attend FIVE of the programs).  Refunds will be issued only to parents or guardians who are listed in the registration packet.  Refunds can be picked up at the T. Stell Newman Visitor Center on or after April 8, 2012.

What should Junior Rangers bring? 
For outdoor programs: Clothes for hot weather, tennis shoes, hat, sunscreen, water, snacks, insect repellant, and sunglasses. 
Optional Items: Camera, extra slippers, 
umbrella
All participants will receive a free Junior Ranger backpack and water bottle. We encourage them to use these items throughout the Academy.
