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Recent NHT Events

The Transportation Enhancement Program (TEP) grant in conjunction
with the New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) and Hudson
River Valley Greenway is moving full speed ahead. The project will design, in-
stall, and determine locations for directional signage and wayside exhibits for
the Washington-Rochambeau NHT in New York. The Washington-Rochambeau
NHT, NPS Harpers Ferry Center, Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area,
and many local NY partners will work together on the project. On May 1st and
May 2nd, the team completed several visits to sites of historical significance. The
team from the NPS Harpers Ferry Design Center evaluated the sites for location,
public access, and interpretive capability. There was a local stakeholder meeting
in Bedford, NY on May 2nd. After an introduction to the project, stakeholders
were able to participate in break-out sessions with the team. Participants ex-
plored various themes, topics, and ideas for consideration in developing the new
wayside exhibits and other potential interpretive media developed in the future,
such as the role of women and families, the challenge of obtaining supplies, the
difficulty of the American terrain, and cultural interactions between the soldiers
and the people.

The Odell House, Rochambeau’s headquarters, in Westchester County,
New York is to receive federal matching financial assistance for the assessment
and stabilization of the structure in the amount of $23,325 and technical assis-
tance from the Washington Rochambeau Revolutionary Route National Historic
Trail. This project was chosen as part of the National Park Service (NPS) Chal-
lenge Cost Share Program, a portion of which is dedicated to National Trails. This
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project will help the trail connect people and communities to national, state,
and local parks, trails, heritage areas, greenways, and cultural resource pres-
ervation. The assessment and stabilization would be the first phase in what
will be the overall restoration and use of the Odell House as a site to interpret
America’s War for Independence and the NHT.

On April 14, 2012 Joe DiBello attended the W3R-US Board meeting in
Princeton NJ. We reported on short and long term goals, the assistance and
coordination role of NPS and affirmed our commitment to the partnership.
We emphasized that NPS is one part of the partnership and stressed the im-
portance of state and local action in bringing the trail to life.

W3R-CT is working towards efforts to raise the profile of the NHT
and proposes developing a website for the NHT specific to Connecticut. A bill
has been introduced at the state level, authorizing CT to apply to the NPS for
matching funds to develop a website and related marketing. As always, we
welcome proposals from all partners and we encourage you to share your idea
with us.

The NHT also connects a great many national, state, local
parks, trails, heritage areas, and greenways on the route and we can use this
opportunity to explore innovative ways to connect the NHT with these com-
munities and add cultural resource preservation and interpretation to the
natural and recreation resources along the route.
