The museum will tell 
the full story of the Ameri-
can Revolution and explore 
its ongoing legacy, providing 
context to the many regional 
and national museums that 
present key aspects of our Nation’s founding era.

Greater Philadelphia’s Regional Multi-use Trails Network

In southeast Pennsylvania, there is a new grant program to further the cre-
ation of Greater Philadelphia’s regional multi-use trails network.
