The W3R-CT held a National Trails Day event on June 2nd in Connecti-
cut at Bolton High School, the site of American and French encampments on
the Washington-Rochambeau NHT. Governor Malloy, Senator Blumenthal,
Congressman Larson and many others participated in the event. Joining the
festivities were the Shelton 2nd Light Dragoons and the Governor’s Foot Guard.
Congressman Larson was recognized for his work in enacting the Washington-
Rochambeau Revolutionary Route NHT. Joe represented the NPS and the NHT at
the well attended event.

The Joy Homestead in Cranston, Rhode Island celebrated their 8th annual
Rochambeau Strawberry Biscuit Tea on June 18th. The event also included a visit
from the Bourbonnais and 2nd Rhode Island Regiment on June 16th to celebrate
the Washington-Rochambeau Revolutionary Route NHT.

On May 31, Mayor Michael Nutter of Philadelphia, Chester County Com-
missioner and DVRPC Board Member Terence Farrell, and representatives of
more than a dozen other organizations gathered on the banks of the Schuylkill
River in Center City Philadelphia to unveil “The Circuit,” Greater Philadelphia’s
regional network of pedestrian and bike trails. The Circuit Coalition, consisting of
twenty organizations including DVRPC, is committed to accelerating the process
of connecting existing trails to one another and building new trails to fill in key
gaps in the trail network.

On June 12, Joe, Samantha, and Cindy MacLeod, Superintendent of In-
dependence National Historical Park, attended the The American Revolution
Center’s unveiling of the architectural design for the Museum of the American
Revolution to be located in Philadelphia. The ceremony was attended by cul-
tural leaders, tourism officials, and friends of The American Revolution Center.
Philanthropist H.F. (Gerry) Lenfest announced a $40 million challenge grant to
encourage donations to the e

Revolution Center, the non-
profit educational organiza-
tion that is building the mu-
seum. The museum will tell
the full story of the Ameri-
can Revolution and explore
its ongoing legacy, providing
context to the many regional

Greater Philadelphia’s Regional Multi-use Trails Network

In southeast Pennsylvania, there is a new grant program to further the cre-
ation of Greater Philadelphia’s regional multi-use trails network. The region
blessed with a variety of opportunities to create a connected network of multi-
use trails, including both right-of-ways (ROWSs) inherited from the area’s long
history as a hub of railroad activity and greenway corridors that follow the
region’s creek buffering and park systems. Together, these ROWs and green-
ways provide the framework for an interconnected network of multi-use trails.
The Regional Trails Program, administered by the Delaware Valley Regional
Planning Commission, with funding from the William Penn Foundation, aims
to capitalize upon these opportunities by providing funding for targeted, pri-
ority trail design, construction and planning projects that will promote a truly
connected, regional network of multi-use trails with Philadelphia and Camden
as its hub. The program will also provide technical assistance to trail develop-
ers, counties, municipalities and nonprofit organizations. The Washington-
Rochambeau Revolutionary Route National Historic Trail can be a part of the
network.
