Summary:  This project will complete the Artist in Residence studio at Weir Farm National Historic Site, a project currently underway with a Save America’s Treasures grant awarded to the Weir Farm Art Center, the park’s private partner.  As the only park in the system dedicated to the interpretation of American painting, this new studio showcases the creation of art on site to both visitors and artists.  This project is in the final stages of design, new park infrastructure is contracted and scheduled to begin in March, and Section 106 compliance and NEPA are completed.  The design is a rehabilitation of a historic garage that was once attached to the third barn on site.  Per the GMP, the garage and a compatible new addition will follow the historic footprint of the missing section.  Research for the design is based on artist renderings and drawings of the building in the early 1930s.  This new studio which will be used year round by artists from all over the world, exemplifies the park’s commitment and that of its partner, to furthering the creation of art at the park through residence artist programs.  Centennial funds would allow the completion of the project in a highly cost efficient manner.  Construction and administration of the project will be coordinated with other repair rehabilitation projects already underway on site.
