The Teacher-Ranger-Teacher (TRT) program links NPS units with in-service teachers from public
and private schools. Teachers selected for the program spend the summer working in national parks
as park rangers. They perform various duties depending on their interests and the needs of the
parks. They develop and present programs for the general public, staff visitor center desks, develop
educational activities for schools that visit parks, and/or work on special projects.

The 2013 TRT program for each of the area parks is an 8-week program beginning in early June. All
teachers receive an NPS uniform and a $300 per week stipend for paticipating in the program. Please
note applications are due on January 31, 2013. Specfic questions about each site and its program
should be directed to the contact person.
