To listen to any of our two to four minute audio clips, use your personal cell phone and call 1(417) 521-0055 and follow the command prompts.  Each of the following stops are assigned a single number, so you dial the above number, then either during or after the introduction to the park, push pound#, then push the appropriate stop number on your cell phone device.

· Dial 1 to listen to an introduction to the events leading up to the Battle of Wilson’s Creek.
Stop 2
· Dial 2 to learn more about the Ray family.

· Dial 3 to learn more about the significance of the historic Ray Home.
· Dial 4 to learn more about slavery in Missouri by the time of the Civil War.
Stop 3
· Dial 5 to learn about the historic Wire Road.

· Dial 6 to learn about the Edwards family.
· Dial 7 to learn about Brigadier General Sterling Price of the Missouri State Guard’s Headquarters during the Battle of Wilson’s Creek.
Stop 5
· Dial 8 to learn more about the Sharp family and their experiences during the battle.
Stop 7
· Dial 9 to learn the significance of Bloody Hill.
· Dial 10 to learn about Totten’s Battery and the role of artillery at Wilson’s Creek.
· Dial 11 to learn about the death of General Nathaniel Lyon, his memorial marker and the late nineteenth century battle reunions held on the battlefield.
· Dial 12 to learn more about the sinkhole where at least 30 battle dead were buried.
