Brilliant works of art by talented Cincinnati women will be on 
display in oil and watercolor paintings, pottery, needlework, photography, jewelry, quilting, and 
much more for you to see and enjoy.

Tours of the 
Boyhood home of the 27th President and 10th Chief Justice of the United States are available.
