Job Description:

Provides support to Cultural Resources Division and the Maintenance Division in the maintenance of historic houses,
landscape features, exhibits, and collections. Duties include creation and maintenance of GIS layers documenting facility
maintenance and archeological activities over five park properties. The volunteer may develop a special project or
temporary exhibit based on park themes and their interest. The volunteer will operate as a critical member of the
Cultural Resources Division Staff, which has responsibility for collections, research library, exhibits, historic
housekeeping, and landscape and historic structure preservation planning. All work takes place under the supervision
of the park historian.

Skills to Be Developed in the Course of the Internship - Familiarity with the purpose and mapping protocols of a range
of cultural resource management reports, conversion of technical reports and maps in printed and electronic format to
Create a comprehensive history of land use to assist in park management.

Volunteer must wear Volunteer Uniform shirt and nametag (provided) while on duty.
