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In accordance with regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations ("36 CFR"), Chapter 1, Parts 1-7, authorized by Title 16 United States Code, Section 3, the following regulatory provisions are established for the proper management, protection, government and public use of those portions of the Flagstaff Area National Monuments under the jurisdiction of the National Park Service. Unless otherwise stated, these regulatory provisions apply in addition to the requirements contained in 36 CFR, Chapter 1, Parts 1-7. 

Section 1.5

CLOSURES AND PUBLIC USE LIMITS

For the protection of the cultural resources, and to aid scientific knowledge and research of these resources, and to protect unique and easily eroded or damaged natural features, the following public closures are in effect:

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) (1) Except by permit, all areas within the fenced or posted boundaries and beyond developed roads, trails or facilities are closed to entry.   This means no foot or vehicle travel off of paved developed trails is allowed.

(b) Park operating hours, for those areas open to the public, with the exception of those listed below, will be from dawn to dusk.
(c) These areas are identified as Resource Preservation Zones in the Environmental Impact Statements for three Monument General Management Plans.  (Wupatki NM GMP, November, 2002; Sunset Crater Volcano NM GMP, January, 2007) November, 2002; Walnut Canyon NM GMP,  Application for permits can be obtained from NPS staff at park headquarters.  
 The following sites are specifically closed to public entry:

                         All Maintenance areas

                         All NPS housing areas

                         Sewage lagoons

                         Water tanks

WUPATKI:
(a) (1) The earthcracks within Wupatki National Monument

are closed to entry except by written permission of the Superintendent. 
(2) The Wupatki Pueblo is closed to public use when the Visitor Center is closed.  This means visitors are prohibited from walking around the visitor center to access the Pueblo when the Visitor Center is closed and staff are not present.  Exceptions include ranger-led activities, official functions or by special use permit. 
(3) All other Pueblos (above ground remnants of native dwellings, e.g. ruins) within developed areas and open to public use, are closed from dusk to dawn.
SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO:
(a)(1) The Lava Tube at Sunset Crater Volcano known as the “Ice Cave” is closed to entry except by written permission of the Superintendent.

The unpaved portion of the Lava Flow Trail will be posted closed to visitors during periods of snow cover.  Due to the rugged nature of the trail and sharp surfaces of the lava, this closure is to ensure visitor safety when snow cover increases the risk injury.
WALNUT CANYON: 

(a) (1) Except by permission of the Superintendent, Flagstaff Areas, access to all areas beyond the entrance road gate normally open to the public is limited to the posted hours of operation, and closed to entry once the gate is closed.                         

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:

Segways and motorized scooters, as defined under 36 C.F.R. § 1.4, are motor vehicles.

Use of Segways and motor driven cycles 
The use of Segways and motor driven cycles within park areas are permitted in accordance with Arizona state law.  Definitions for these vehicles may be found in Arizona statute (See appendix). The operator must have a valid driver’s license, and the vehicle must have valid registration to operate on public roads. The use of Segways and motor driven cycles in park areas off of established roadways by persons with disabilities may be allowed in accordance with an individual special use permit issued by the superintendent under 36 CFR 1.6. 

Determination: The NPS recognizes the use of Segways and motor driven cycles are not designed and utilized solely by mobility impaired persons. For individuals without mobility impairments, the use of Segways and motor driven cycles are permitted to operate on public roads only. The use of Segways and motor driven cycles by persons with disabilities may be appropriate in other locations. Authorizing this use by permit gives the NPS the opportunity to insure users understand use limitations, potential hazards due other visitor use activities, fluctuating water levels and additional safety concerns. 

Use of any mobility assistive device, as outlined above, must also adhere to the

following:

a) No person under 16 years of age may operate a Segway.

b) A person shall operate any mobility assistive device in a safe and responsible

manner; maximum speed will not exceed more than 8 M.P.H. (“Segway

sidewalk/Intermediate” key), so as not to endanger one’s self or any other park

visitor.

c) A person riding any mobility assistive device upon and along a sidewalk, while

crossing a roadway in a crosswalk, entering or exiting from an elevator, or on any

other surface shall have all the rights and duties applicable to a pedestrian under the

same circumstances, except that the mobility assistive device operator must always

yield to pedestrians (park visitors). Elevator use will be the only exception – users on

any mobility assistive device will enter first, be allowed time to park and secure such

device and will be last to exit.

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO, AND WALNUT CANYON:

Section 2.1

 PRESERVATION OF NATURAL, CULTURAL AND ARCHEOLOGICAL RESOURCES
WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) (5) Scheduled NPS-led interpretive programs will permit public access to specific archeological, historic and natural sites. 
(b) There are no fruits, berries nuts or other items designated for collection within the Flagstaff Area National Monuments, except as designated through Permit by the Superintendent.
Section 2.2

 WILDLIFE PROTECTION

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a)(4)(d) Wildlife lawfully taken from adjacent areas may be transported through the monuments on public roads.

(a)(4)(e) All areas within the monument boundaries, including the loop road (FR545) and the Walnut Canyon Entrance Road are closed to the use of artificial lights for the purpose of viewing wildlife. 
Section 2.10

CAMPING AND FOOD STORAGE

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a)(10) Camping and overnight parking of occupied vehicles is prohibited within the boundaries of the National Monuments and along the entire length of the loop road (FR545) or the Walnut Canyon Entrance Road.
Section 2.11

PICNICKING 
WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
Except for parking areas, picnicking is permitted only in those areas developed and signed for such use. Picnicking is prohibited on or near archeological sites.

Section 2.13

FIRES

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) (1) Fires that produce ash residue are prohibited.  Use of stoves and barbecues that use liquid or gaseous fuels are permitted at designated picnic areas.

(c) Additional prohibitions of igniting fires/open flames will be consistent with the Coconino National Forest during periods of high/extreme fire danger.

Section 2.15 

PETS

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
To maintain habitat conditions for native wildlife, and for the betterment of public health, the following conditions concerning pets will apply:

(a) (1) Pets, other than service animals or service animals in training, are prohibited in public buildings on trails or in the backcountry. Pets on a leash are permitted in parking areas and along public roads.  

(a) (2) Leaving pet excrement is prohibited. Excrement shall be deposited in trash receptacles or removed from developed areas.

(3) It is unlawful to leave a domestic animal unattended in a vehicle when the conditions in 

that vehicle would constitute a health hazard to the animal. Appropriate ventilation and 

water for the animal must be present during days that reach 65 degrees Fahrenheit or 

higher. 

(4) Failing to cage, crate, restrained on a leash which shall not exceed six feet in length, or otherwise under physical restraint at all times. 

(5) Leaving a pet unattended and tied to an object except in designated areas under conditions which may be established by the superintendent. 

(6) Allowing a pet to make noise that is unreasonable considering location, time of day or night, impact on the park users, and other relevant factors, or that frightens wildlife by barking, howling, or making other noise. 

(7) (e) Pets may be kept by residents in accordance with monument Housing Policies 

WUPATKI:
(a) (1) Dogs may be used by the grazing permittee on the Peshlakai allotment for the purpose of herding sheep and goats under letter of authorization by the Superintendent, Flagstaff Areas.
WALNUT CANYON:
(a) (1) Pets accompanying pack strings or backpackers on the segment of the Arizona Trail passing through the 1000' wide entrance road corridor may pass through the 1000' NPS jurisdiction. 

Section 2.16

HORSES AND PACK ANIMALS

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(b) During emergencies such as Search and Rescue operations, or during authorized Monument resource projects, the Superintendent may authorize the use of horses to conduct such operations.  Otherwise, horses and pack animals are prohibited except along the Arizona Trail segment that crosses the Walnut Canyon entrance road corridor.

Section 2.19

 WINTER ACTIVITIES

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) Skiing, snowshoeing, sledding, innertubing, tobogganing and similar non-motorized winter sports are prohibited in all areas covered by Section 1.5 (a) (1), unless permitted by the Superinendent.
Determination- Snow compacted on park trails remains icy, difficult to remove, and a safety hazard to those visitors not wearing snowshoes.
Section 2.20  SKATING, SKATEBOARDS AND SIMILAR DEVICES

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
For public safety, the use of skates, skateboards, roller-skis, motorized scooters, and similar devices not designated as vehicles under Arizona state law, are prohibited within the boundaries of the National Monuments or along the loop road (FR545) as well as the paved entrance road to Walnut Canyon National Monument. Use of these devices will be permitted within the NPS housing areas by park residents. 
Section 2.21

 SMOKING

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) Smoking is prohibited within the Visitor Center buildings and any other public buildings including restrooms.

Smoking is prohibited at other locations including:

                     Within all Maintenance area compounds

                     Within 50 feet of all fuel pumps

                     Within 50 feet of fuel/paint storage areas

                     Inside fire cache and storage areas

                     Within propane tank enclosures


         At all archeological sites


        On all public use trails

Non-smoking areas will be posted with signs at Visitor Centers and entrance kiosks.
Seasonal smoking restrictions will be applied for protection of life, property, and park resources from wildfire according to Section 2.13 (a) (5) and Section 2.21 (a): 

During wildland fire restrictions, the NPS will coordinate with the Coconino National Forest on posting signs on the fire prevention/smoking restrictions in needed areas.  Removal of restrictions will occur when fire danger has dropped back to medium or danger of ignition has lowered.

Smoking is prohibited within or immediately adjacent to the historic structure known as Ranger Cabin, also called Cliffs Ranger Station at Walnut Canyon National Monument. 

Smoking is prohibited in all government buildings and residences.  Smoking restrictions in park housing will be governed by an NPS Housing Agreement.

 PROPERTY
WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) (2) The Superintendent may grant permission to leave property longer than 24 hours in the following areas only:

                     Visitor Center parking areas

                     All NPS residence areas

                     All NPS Maintenance areas

                     Areas designated for parking for overnight Ranger-led hikes or required by researchers 

                     under permit of Section 2.5     

Section 2.23

 RECREATION FEES
WUPATKI AND SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(b) Fees will not be charged to visitors who are passing through NPS lands for the sole purpose of accessing USFS lands.  Fees will not be charged to members of the Navajo or Hopi Tribes or other traditionally associated tribes conducting traditional or ceremonial activities.  Property owners and guests at Alpine Ranchos, Babbitt or Chambers ranches or other areas that require access through the Monuments will not be charged.

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
A Superintendents' statement of justification on locations and activities closed to alcoholic beverages is attached (Appendix A)
(a) (3) (i) (A) The possession of alcoholic beverages is prohibited at the following locations or activities unless approved by the Superintendent, Flagstaff Area Monuments:

Section 2.50

 SPECIAL EVENTS
WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) Special event applications involving Native American traditional activities will be considered on a case by case basis according to National Park Service policy based on Public Law 95-341 (American Indian Religious Freedom Act), and Executive Order 13007, 61 Federal register 26771 (1996), Indian Sacred Sites.

In order to adequately protect the fragile, irreplaceable features and aesthetic nature of the archeological sites and unique natural features, the following restrictions will be in effect concerning special events:

(a) (1) and (2) The following areas are closed to special events except under a special use permit considered on a case by case basis according to federal regulation and policy.

          All caves and cave entrances 

          All areas within closures covered by Section 1.5 (a) (1)

PUBLIC ASSEMBLIES, MEETINGS

WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON: 

All areas not otherwised closed in 1.5(a)1 above are designated as open to public demonstrations that involve 25 or fewer persons without a permit.  Demonstrations involving twenty-six or more individuals must have a permit issued by the superintendent and designated to specific demonstration sites.

 BICYCLES
WUPATKI, SUNSET CRATER VOLCANO AND WALNUT CANYON:
(a) Designated bicycle routes within the National Monuments include only the public roads.  Bicycle use on trails, including paved trails is prohibited.  Bicycle use on dirt roads closed to public vehicle use is prohibited. 
COMPENDIUM APPENDIX A
Superintendents' determination on locations closed to alcoholic beverages, Section 2.35 (a) (3):

The following public use locations and activates are closed to possession of alcoholic beverages except by permission from the Superintendent, Flagstaff Areas:

LOCATIONS:

1. Visitor Centers:

Alcoholic beverages are inappropriate within the visitor centers since they serve as public museums.  The educational purpose of the museum is the primary focus. Alcoholic beverages are allowed outside the front of the buildings in accordance with applicable laws.

2. Public Trails:

Alcoholic beverages are prohibited along public trail for the safety of all visitors. Trails are narrow with exposure to cliffs and other hazards. Consumption of alcoholic beverages poses an increased threat of accidents along trails.

ACTIVITIES:

1. Interpretive activities:

 Alcoholic beverages are prohibited at interpretive activities within NPS jurisdiction for the safety of all visitors and to keep the experience focused and appropriate.
