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Entrance Fee Increase Proposed for Flagstaff Area 
National Monuments
Flagstaff, AZ – The entrance fees for the three Flagstaff Area National Monuments (Sunset 

Crater Volcano, Wupatki, and Walnut Canyon National Monuments) are proposed 

for increase beginning March 15, 2008.  The increase will be the first in almost ten years and will 

continue to help the park with repair and maintenance projects.  The increase applies to the per
person entrance permits, as well as the Flagstaff Annual Pass. The fees to be changed are: 
Individual Entrance Permit - $7 per person, valid for 7 days; and Flagstaff  Annual Pass - $30, 
valid for 12 months from date of purchase.  

The America the Beautiful Interagency Passes - Annual, Senior, and Access - are available 

and accepted at all Flagstaff Area Monuments.  The Annual Pass is available for $80 and is valid 

for 12 months from the date of purchase and allows admission to any National Park Service, U.S. 

Fish and Wildlife, Bureau of Land Management, Bureau of Reclamation, and USDA Forest 

Service sites that charge an entrance or standard amenity fee.  The Senior Pass, a lifetime pass for 

U.S. citizens and permanent residents age 62 and older, is still a $10 one-time fee, and 

the Access Pass, also a lifetime pass, is available at no cost to U.S. citizens and permanent 

residents who are permanently disabled.  

Congress established an annual fee demonstration program in 1996, and replaced it with the 

Federal Lands Recreation Enhancement Act (FLREA) in 2004.  The Act allows each park 

participating in the program to retain 80 percent of all entrance fees collected, and the remaining 

20 percent is available to parks that do not collect an entrance fee.  The funds are used for 

construction and rehabilitation projects that focus on visitor health, safety, and enjoyment.  All 

parks are required to review their fee rates, complete a comparability study, conduct public 

outreach, and receive approval from the Director of the National Park Service and the Office of 

the Secretary of the Interior prior to increasing fees.  Review of entrance fees and comparability 

studies are underway and the park welcomes public comment regarding the proposed changes.

Past and current projects include: 

• Rehabilitation of the Wupatki Pueblo Trail 

• Purchase of trail guides and brochures for park visitors 

• Rehabilitation of exhibits at Sunset Crater Volcano and Wupatki Visitor Centers to provide an enhanced interpretive and educational experience for park visitors.

• Installation of boundary fencing at Walnut Canyon to protect park natural and cultural features.  

• Future projects include the rehabilitation of the Walnut Canyon Visitor Center exhibits, rehabilitation of park trails and redesign and rehabilitation of the Lava Flow and Lenox Crater Trails at Sunset Crater Volcano National Monument.
“We appreciate the public’s support of the parks and welcome comments about the changes in our fee structure.   A variety of projects have been accomplished with the money raised through entrance fees,” commented Superintendent Palma Wilson.  “This funding allows us to provide for protection of park resources and enhanced visitor services.”
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
