Visiting Yosemite in Fall

Visitor services are limited this time of year, especially outside

of Yosemite Valley. Information centers, dining, shopping, and other
services may be transitioning to reduced hours or shutting down for the
season. Check pages 4 & 5 for hours.

Expect winter conditions, even in fall. By late October and November,
you may encounter colder weather (and even snow!) Before hiking, check
the weather forecast and pack warm and waterproof layers.

Tioga Road and Glacier Point Road typically close for the season
sometime in November. Closing dates depend on conditions. Tire chain
restrictions are also possible. Call 209/372-0200 (press 1, then 1) to check
the status of park roads.

Some waterfalls may be dry. Waterfalls peak in spring, fed by snowmelt
at higher elevations, and are very low or dry by the end of summer.

Wildfires may affect air quality. Smoke from fires, both inside and
outside the park, may reduce visibility and pose a health concern,
especially for sensitive individuals.

At least 15 bears have hit by
vehicles in Yosemite this year.
You are driving in wildlife habitat. Follow
posted speed limits, drive carefully, and watch
for animals crossing the road. “Red Bear, Dead
Bear” signs on park roads mark places where
bears have been hit this year.

It is illegal to approach or feed any wild animal,
including squirrels and birds.

Wildlife can cause injuries and transmit diseases. Human food is
unhealthy for wild animals. Animals used to being fed can become

dangerous and be killed as a result.

p[¢ Proper Food Storage is Required by Law

Avoid accidentally sharing your food by properly storing it or keeping it

within arm’s reach.

During the Day

While hiking or picnicking,
always keep your food within
arm'’s reach. When away from
your vehicle, lock it and keep

all windows closed, with food,
drinks, and coolers hidden from
sight. Never leave food in a truck
bed or strapped to the outside
of a vehicle.

At Night

Bears can easily break into vehicles.
Food, trash, and other scented
items may NOT be stored inside
vehicles overnight. These items
must be kept inside a food locker or
in a hotel room or hard-sided cabin
with doors and windows closed.
Food may also be stored inside a
completely hard-sided RV with all
windows and doors closed.

meadows

e Biking off of paved roads

e Camping outside of
designated campgrounds

e Possession of weapons
inside federal facilities

e Possessing or using
marijuana, including
medical marijuana

88 Places to Explore

The first stop for many park visitors, Yosemite Valley
is known for its towering granite walls and iconic
features like El Capitan and Half Dome. The Valley’s
many waterfalls roar in spring but slow or dry up
completely by late summer.

Start your visit at the new welcome center in
Yosemite Village for trail maps and park information.
Then stop by the Yosemite Museum and the
Yosemite Exploration Center for exhibits and cultural
demonstrations. Turn to page 4 for hours. Check
page 8 for a variety of talks, tours, and classes in the
Valley. Turn to page 11 for Valley hiking information.

CRANE FLAT

Visit two giant sequoia groves north of Yosemite
Valley that are smaller and quieter than the Mariposa
Grove. Hike one mile down to the Tuolumne Grove or
1.5 miles down to the Merced Grove. Parking at each
trailhead is extremely limited.

16 mi (26 km) or %2 hour from Yosemite Valley

Directions From Yosemite Valley, take Big Oak Flat
Road to Tioga Road Junction at Crane Flat. Turn right
for Tuolumne Grove parking, or continue on Big Oak
Flat Road for 3.5 miles to Merced Grove parking.

HETCH HETCHY

Walk across the O'Shaughnessy Dam, hike along the
reservoir, or access Yosemite's wilderness.

40 mi (64 km) or 1%2 hours from Yosemite Valley

Directions From Yosemite Valley, take Big Oak Flat
Road (Hwy 120 W.) Just outside the Big Oak Flat
Entrance, turn right on Evergreen Road. Hetch Hetchy
Rd is open daily from sunrise to sunset. Vehicles

and trailers over 25 ft long and 8 ft wide are not
permitted on the narrow, winding Hetch Hetchy Rd.

GLACIER POINT

Glacier Point Road is closed from approx. Nov.
to May. Call 209/372-0200 (1,1) for road status.
Take in stunning views of Yosemite Valley from 3,000
feet above the Valley floor. Other scenic overlooks
and numerous trailheads are also accessible from
Glacier Point Road.

30 mi (48 km) or 1 hour from Yosemite Valley

Directions From Yosemite Valley, drive south on
Wawona Road. After 9 miles, turn left onto Glacier
Point Road.

WAWONA & THE MARIPOSA GROVE

The Mariposa Grove is home to over 500 mature
giant sequoias and many miles of trails. Shuttle
service from the parking area to the grove operates
spring through fall (check page 7 for hours.) Stop in
Wawona for more trails, visitor services, and the
Yosemite History Center (open daily.)

Directions From Yosemite Valley, drive south on
Wawona Road. Watch for signs for the Mariposa
Grove just before the park’s South Entrance.

TIOGA ROAD &
TUOLUMNE MEADOWS

Tioga Road is closed from approx. Nov. to May/
June. Call 209/372-0200 (1,1) for road status.
Tioga Road is a 45-mile scenic drive through
Yosemite's high country, with access to trailheads,
scenic vistas, and popular destinations like Tenaya
Lake and Tuolumne Meadows. Services are extremely
limited in this remote area, so fill up on gas, snacks,
and water before you go.

Exciting news, campers: you can now buy
and exchange Little Kamper 1 |b. propane
canisters in Yosemite stores, including the
Village Store, Curry Village Gift Shop,
Mountain Shop, Wawona Store, and El
Portal Market.

How it works:
1. Purchase a canister.
2. Use up the fuel.

3. Bring the canister back to any store that
participates in the Little Kamper propane
exchange program

4. Trade in your empty canister for a full
one at a lower price.

Rehabilitation of The Ahwahnee

After more than 95 years in service,
The Ahwahnee is continuing

a multi-phase comprehensive
rehabilitation plan to preserve

the hotel’s historic integrity, while
bringing the building to code
with modern fire and seismic
safety standards. Scaffolding and
construction noise may be present
during parts of the rehabilitation
project.

Due to these historic projects,
Ahwahnee parking lot space has
been reduced. Parking is valet only
with a $30 nightly charge, $15
day-use ($10 with validation.) This
change will only be during this
historic project and will return to
normal upon completion.

Wintery trail conditions are possible, even in fall.

By late October and November, snow and ice may be present on trails. Temporary
or long-term road closures are possible. Winter trail closures may go into effect.
Ask a ranger about trail conditions and check the weather forecast before you go.
Pets are not allowed on hiking trails.

Pets are only permitted on paved biking and walking paths, in most campgrounds,
and in parking areas. Pets must be leashed at all times.

Service dogs are legally permitted anywhere that visitors can go. A service dog is trained to
perform a specific task to assist a person with a disability. Emotional support, therapy, and
companion animals are subject to all pet requlations.

Proper food storage is required by law.

Bears can easily break into vehicles to obtain food. During the day, food must be
hidden from sight inside a locked vehicle with all windows and vents completely
shut. At night, food, trash, and other scented items must be removed from
vehicles and stored in a bear-resistant locker. Visit KeepBearsWild.org for more
information.

View wildlife from a distance.

It is dangerous and illegal to approach or feed wildlife. Keep food within arm’s
reach at all times.

Ask a ranger about trail conditions.

Trails can be impacted by snow, flooding, and rockfall. Some stream crossings do
not have bridges and can be unsafe when water is high.

Stay hydrated.

Carry and consume plenty of water and salty snacks. Any water from natural
sources should be treated before drinking.

Hiking at high elevation can be difficult.

You may become tired more quickly than expected—or even feel sick. Take breaks,
drink plenty of water, and adjust plans if needed.

Be prepared for changing conditions.

Check the forecast and carry waterproof layers. Stay off domes and other exposed
places when there is a chance of thunderstorms.

Stay on the trail.

Protect fragile vegetation and avoid getting lost by staying on designated trails.
Stay behind barriers, and do not enter water above waterfalls.

Pack it out.

Most trails do not have toilets or trash cans, so plan ahead. Human waste must be
deposited at least 200 feet from trails and water. Solid waste must be buried six
inches deep. Pack out all trash, including toilet paper.

Leave behind what you find.
It is illegal to remove natural objects or artifacts from the park.

YOSEMITE FALLS TRAIL 6-8 hrs. A steep, rugged trail with dozens of switchbacks. Hike the first steep mile 7.2 mi/11.6 km; 2,700
to Columbia Rock for stunning valley views. Continue to the top of Yosemite Falls; return the same way. /820 m elev. gain

FOUR MILE TRAIL TO GLACIER POINT 6-38 hrs. This challenging trail offers spectacular views of Yosemite
Valley. Plan to hike back down from Glacier Point—there is no shuttle to return you to the Valley. Combine
with the Panorama Trail for an even longer 12-mile semi-loop. Upper section closed in winter.

Hiking to Vernal & Nevada Falls

The Mist Trail between the lower JMT junction and the top of Vernal Fall (the stair section) is CLOSED for
repairs Mon—Thurs, 7 am to 3:30 pm (open Fri/Sat/Sun), UNTIL OCT 31. When closed, use the JMT to reach
Vernal Fall and points beyond. Check the map on the back cover to see the closed section and detour.
