2017 permit applicants must ensure the park has received a copy of its 2016 Annual Report. The 2016 annual report must be submitted to zion_commercialservices@nps.gov by February 28, 2017 or at the time the 2017 Commercial Use Authorization (CUA) application is submitted. Annual reports must be submitted for each CUA held (organizations holding multiple CUAs must submit a separate annual report for each). If a CUA was issued, but no business occurred, an annual report must still be submitted documenting zero trips and zero revenue.
Include all required insurance documentation (General Liability, Automotive Liability, and Proof of Workers Compensation) with application submissions. Insurance requirements are specified in the Attachment A Form (General Authorization Provisions) under condition #4. 
A list of all drivers and a copy of their driver’s licenses.  Guides must submit requirements listed in the operating plans for each activity (Attachment B form).
                First aid certification (CPR & Basic First Aid) of all tour leaders.  
A signed and dated copy of the 2017 Attachment A, Authorization Conditions
A signed and dated copy of the 2017 Attachment B, Operating Plan for each CUA activity/service.
A signed and dated copy of the 2017 Attachment C, Trip Itinerary
Applicants for Guided Interpretive Services, Photography/Painting Workshops, and Commercial Bicycle Tours must submit copies of safety notices (or a written account of Zion Pre-trip safety talks) as required in the Attachment B Form (Operating Plan) for each activity. Applications must submit a copy of advertising brochures or materials to include URL addresses with applications. If an applicant’s organization does not have advertising, a written summary of the organization’s trip plans must be submitted.
All Commercial Use Authorization Fees must be paid electronically for each permit through pay.gov at the following web link: https://pay.gov/public/form/start/77182661  
The application fee (Per Permit) is a required charge that allows the park to recover, at a minimum, the management and administrative costs associated with the CUA program. The application fee is on a sliding scale, based on the amount of revenue a company earned in Zion in the previous year. (Companies who apply for the next year's permit before the current year is complete will use the previous year's revenue numbers. New companies will be charged the smallest amount in their first year.) Companies that earn less revenue in Zion will pay a smaller application fee. Please refer to the scale below for the appropriate fee:

Non-profit organizations who are exempt from taxable income are required to pay a flat application fee of $200 per permit in lieu of the payment scale provided above. In order to be classified as a non-profit CUA, applicants must submit documentation stating their organization is a non-profit entity and does not earn taxable income from activities taking place within Zion National Park.
The following explanations correspond directly with the numbered items on the Application Form. Please read this entire document prior to completing the application.  Include the nonrefundable application fee when submitting this application.
1. Enter the service you are proposing to provide.  These are the services which are currently approved in the park:
Commercial interpretive services (16 to 50 people), commercial interpretive services (15 or fewer people), bicycle tours, motorcycle tours, taxi and shuttle services, or photography and painting workshops.
2. Respond “No” or list other parks where you will be providing this service.
3. Enter the legal name of your business.  If you have a secondary name under which you are doing business (d.b.a.), please enter that name also. 
4. Give the name(s) of persons designated as Authorized Agents for your business. This may include the on-site general manager responsible for day to day operations. 
5. Provide contact information for both the main season and the off-season.  Over the term of your authorization, it may be necessary to contact you to obtain or share information.  Your contact information may also be published in the NPS Commercial Services Directory. 
6. Check the box that identifies your type of business. 
7. If the state in which you operate or the state where your business is domiciled requires a state business license, provide the license number and year of expiration.
8. Provide your Employer Identification Number (EIN).  The Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996 requires us to collect an EIN or Social Security Number (SSN).  The NPS will not collect SSNs, only EINs.  The EIN is issued by the Internal Revenue Service.  You may receive a free EIN  at http://www.irs.gov/Businesses/Small-Businesses-&-Self-Employed/How-to-Apply-for-an-EIN.  We will use the EIN that you provide as needed to collect debts.  
9. Provide proof of General Liability Insurance naming the United States of America, National Park Service, as additionally insured in the amounts designated in the application.
10. NPS Management Policy prohibits employees of the NPS and their spouses and minor children from acquiring or retaining any authorization for conducting commercial services in a park area.
11. If your business or business owners or current employees or proposed employees have been convicted or are currently under charges for violation of State, Federal, or local law or regulation in the last 5 years, please give details (does not include minor traffic tickets).
12. Include payment of the Application/Administrative Fee (see Attachment A).
13. Please sign and date your application.  If the person SIGNING this application is not an Authorized Agent for the business, proof of signing authority must accompany this application.
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
