With additional rainfall and increased humidity in the last 24 hours, fire behavior in the interior of the Dakota Hill Fire Complex is minimal.  All evacuation orders in Washington and Kane counties in proximity to the Dakota Hill Fire Complex have been lifted.  Access to the section of North Fork Road between the end of the pavement north of Zion Ponderosa Ranch and Hay Canyon, including Cougar Canyon, is open to residents and property owners only.  Caution is advised when traveling along North Fork Road due to the presence and activity of firefighters and their equipment working in the vicinity. Fire suppression efforts will continue on the fires in and adjacent to Zion National Park.  As with any wildfire, smoke may be visible for a few weeks as interior islands of fuel continue to smolder and burn.
Any questions concerning this matter should be directed to the contact numbers above until noon Wednesday, July 25, 2007.  Zion National Park will resume management of the Dakota Hill Complex at 6:00 p.m. on that date.
