Location:  Canyonlands National Park, Moab, UT; Island In The Sky District (32 miles from Moab)

Details:  This training course is designed for personnel who may be required to evacuate injured or stranded persons from heights and difficult terrain.  The course will provide participants with the knowledge and skills to perform realistic risk assessments and safely complete difficult technical rescues; no previous experience is necessary.  Class size is forty participants. 

Students will be required to bring technical equipment including: seat harness, climbing helmet, carabiners, rappel device, ascenders, etc.  This is a very physically demanding course conducted outdoors with frequent exposure to severe heights and the possibility of inclement weather.  All participants must be in good physical condition.

Tuition of $150 per student is required for NPS employees. Additionally, all travel and per diem expenses must be borne by benefiting account. Non-agency employees will be considered after all agency applicants have been accommodated.
