Dakota Hill Complex Fire Update 7-26-07

The Type II Incident Management Team transitioned the fire complex back to the park as of 1800 yesterday.  The fires will now be managed by Zion's fire management staff with the assistance from the BLM and the State.  The fire is considered 98% contained and full containment expected within the next few days.  The total acreage remains at 9, 156 (both in and out of the park).  Fire activity has been minimal (isolated to burning logs and stump holes) over the last few days due to high humidities, cloud cover and suppression efforts.  
Park crews will continue to mop up and monitor both fires until they are considered controlled.  Fire rehabilitation efforts will begin on areas of the fire that were impacted from suppression activities.   Expect smoke to continue to be present in the fire areas for days to come.    All evacuation orders have been lifted.  Access to the Narrows and Chamberlain Ranch on the North Fork Road is limited to residents only.  A few trails and canyons in the park still remain closed for safety reasons.  
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
